The large deck adjacent to the
tasting room provides a pano-
rama of our 157 acres of vinif-
era vineyard and is the perfect
place to relax with a glass of our
Estate Grown wines as you en-
joy the breathtaking views of
the Columbia Valley and
Rattlesnake Mountain.

Winery grounds (available for
rental) contain manicured
parks that are great for picnick-
ing and include an amphithea-
ter, a gorgeous waterfall and a
gazebo perfect for events such
as outdoor weddings and
receptions.

For smaller gatherings, such as
private parties, dinners, corpo-
rate events or private tastings,
the tasting room and attached
outdoor deck are another alter-
native and hold approximately
100 guests.
